REQUEST FOR BIDS
The Housing Authority of the Cherokee Nation will be accepting bids for the supply of Materials Only Sub-Contracts, on a Housing Development Project located in Delaware and Mayes counties of the Cherokee Nation of Oklahoma. This is part of a project to construct new homes for Cherokee families and will consist of a total of Thirty - Four (34) single family units divided into 3-bedroom homes with attached garage, and 4-bedroom homes, (exact number of each are unknown at this time) Delivery of materials will be to the jobsites located in Delaware or Mayes Counties.  (Sites may be in any part of the listed counties)
Individual Bid Forms are included as attachments. They must be signed and dated by contractor. (Use arrow keys at bottom to access all forms) NOTE: 3 & 4 Bedroom Lumber Packages will print “6” pages, ONLY 3 have the bid documents listed and will need to be submitted with your bid. The others are blank.
Method of Award: The lowest most responsive, responsible bid will be the determining factor in awarding this bid based on the Cherokee Nations Policy and Procedures and the Housing Authority of the Cherokee Nation Policy and Procedure. The successful bidder will be issued a purchase order incorporating the bid response. HACN reserves the right to award to multiple vendors if needed.
Payments will be paid upon delivery and acceptance of all materials. Delivery schedules will be negotiated at contract award; however, all potential bidders should be aware that the completion date for the entire project is expected to be completed by September 30, 2013. 
Contracts must be executed within (10) ten days of award or the bid will become null and void, and the next lowest most responsive bid will be considered. 

Specifications together with all necessary form documents are available to all qualified contractors, may be picked up or requested at the Housing Authority of the Cherokee Nation Offices located at 4986 South Muskogee Avenue, Tahlequah, Oklahoma, or online at www.cherokeebids.org.

It is the bidder’s responsibility to ensure delivery of bids. Bids received after the designated date and time will be ineligible for award.

Bid Acceptance: Bids will be accepted from Indian and Non-Indian bidders. Housing Authority of the Cherokee Nation reserves the right to reject any and all bids. Housing Authority of the Cherokee Nation reserves the right to determine if a bid meets stated requirements and to award a purchase order for the bid that is in the best interest of the HACN including but not limited to the total cost and capability of the bidder. The Housing Authority of the Cherokee Nation reserves the option to award to multiple bidders.  Bidders are responsible for any and all costs associated with the preparation and submission of bids.

TERO Certification: Indian preference will be given only to bidders who provide proof of current certification form the Cherokee Nation Tribal Employments Rights Office (TERO) located in Tahlequah, Oklahoma telephone number 918-453-5000. Proof of TERO certification must accompany and be included in bid submittal. The HACN has determined this contract is subject to Section 7 (b) of the Indian Self-Determination and Education Assistance Act, which require in part that the greatest extent feasible; preference in the award of contracts and subcontracts shall be given to Indian organizations and Indian Owned Economic Enterprises. The TERO fee of ½ of 1% of contract award will be paid by the HACN. However, successful contractor must complete TERO Labor Agreement and pay all applicable fees, including $25 per day for each non-Indian employee working on this project in accordance with Legislative Act 30-12. Please contact TERO at 918-453-5000 with any questions.

Successful bidder will be required to submit to the HACN a Core Crew list for the project, prior to any contract award.  

Debarment, Suspension, Proposed Debarment, and other Responsibility Matters: No Contracts/Purchase Orders will be awarded to debarred, suspended, or ineligible contractors, under executive order 12549 (Debarment and Suspension). Contractors may be suspended, debarred, or determined ineligible by HUD in accordance with HUD regulations (24 CFR Part 24) or by other Federal agencies (e.g., Department of Labor, for violations of Secretary of Labor Regulations) when necessary to protect the Housing Authority of the Cherokee Nation in its business dealings. The Housing Authority of the Cherokee Nation may suspend or debar a contractor under state, local or tribal laws, as applicable. 
The responding party shall provide immediate written notice to the Housing Authority of the Cherokee Nation if, at any time prior to contract award, the person learns its certification was erroneous when submitted or has become erroneous by reason of changed circumstances. 

General Information: Housing Authority of the Cherokee Nation reserves the right to waive any informality or to reject any and all bids. Award of contract will be to the lowest most responsible responsive bidder and will be subject to availability of funds. Indian Preference will be given to Contractors certified as an Indian-Owned firm by the Cherokee Nation Tribal Employment Rights Office (T.E.R.O.). Proof of certification must accompany all bids. 

No bidder may withdraw their bid within thirty (30) days after bid opening date. 

All warranties will be presented to the Housing Authority of the Cherokee Nation Housing Inspector at the time of final payment.  To the Greatest Extent Feasible, materials should be made in the USA and Energy Star Rated.
