Request for Art

Hard Rock Hotel & Casino Tulsa – Cherokee Tower Renovation

Summary
Cherokee Nation Entertainment (CNE) is accepting art submissions for purchase consideration.  Said art should be 3 dimensional pieces of art for framing and placement within the newly renovated rooms at Hard Rock Hotel & Casino Tulsa.

Hard Rock Hotel & Casino Tulsa is located where a Cherokee Bingo Outpost was originally built and opened in 1994. Through the passage of State Question 712 in 2003, a version of Class III gaming was approved.  In anticipation of the passage of this legislation, CNE decided to build Cherokee Casino Resort, opening in 2004, thus providing the first 150 room tower now known as the Cherokee Tower.
LA 25-05 requires all Cherokee Nation construction and/or renovation projects $500,000+ to set aside 1% of the total project cost for the procurement of culturally appropriate art.  The use of these funds allows the Cherokee Nation to share our rich history, culture and heritage through visual art.

NOTE:

· Cherokee Nation law mandates the purchase of art from Blue Card carrying Cherokees only.
· All submissions should be related to Cherokee history, culture and heritage.
· A request for wall art is separate document within this packet. Make note there is a different deadline for wall art versus 3 dimensional pieces.
Quantity, size, hue and wood details
The goal of this project is to frame and hang three separate 3 dimensional pieces within each renovated room.  Example:  Frame two small blowguns and 4 darts within three different frames.

· Textile submissions can be longer if it is acceptable to fold or crease the piece to accommodate the “Maximum Size per Piece.” 
· Definitions: 
“L” is long. 
“W” is wide. 
“H” is height (How high is the piece if it is sitting flat on a table and you are building it up to the ceiling. Note, the height cannot be over 2” (2 inches) so we can frame the piece in a thin shadow box.)

Deadline to submit 3 dimensional pieces is 5:00 p.m. October 3, 2013. Final selection will be made no later than October 10, 2013.  Shortly thereafter, artists will be notified of items selected.
