Masonry Testing and Findings with Repair Recommendation Report Services
Cherokee Nation Entertainment, Culture and Tourism Department, is currently requesting proposals from qualified masonry contractors for testing and findings report with repair recommendations for the exterior masonry at the Cherokee Nation Capitol Building located in Tahlequah, OK.
· The contractor will be responsible for providing paint removal testing from exterior brick and mortar. The areas will be determined by CNE Culture & Tourism and Corp Construction departments. Paint removal testing will be a minimum of 2 areas that are no larger than 4’ x 4’. 
· Mortar testing will be a minimum of 4 test areas. Mortar will need to have proper lab testing and a findings report provided. Contractor will need to re-point the test areas with recommended mortar match. 
· Contractor will need to provide 3 copies of findings report that will include masonry repair recommendations. Repair recommendations should include paint removal recommendations and mortar repair recommendations. 
· After all testing is complete and finding reports and repair recommendations have been submitted to CNE the contractor will need to provide a recommendation for the entire exterior masonry repair/restoration. 

· The contractor will need to provide documentation of 5 completed similar historical masonry projects. 
· They will need to acknowledge that they have worked with State Historical Preservation Office and are knowledgeable of the historical preservation requirements that need to be followed on a project of this type. 
· Contractor will also need to provide a schedule of work with proposal. 
The contractor will be responsible for furnishing equipment, materials and labor necessary to complete all work for this project.
