· Mow and trim weekly through the growing season and as needed during the winter season for ‘clean up’.

1. Finish mow all green areas to a specified height as directed by owner. 
2. Remove all grass clippings from roadways, sidewalks, and parking lots.

3. Trim grass around all objects and remove all clippings off site.

· Cultivate flower beds and edge all curbs and sidewalks bi-weekly through growing season and as needed during winter season.

· Prune ornamentals as needed during growing season.

· Apply weed control weekly to flower beds .

· Spray pesticide and fungicide as needed to control insects, etc. and provide two (2) copies of Material Safety Data Sheets to the CNE site Facilities Manager for all chemicals used .

· Apply weed killer bi-weekly on drives, walks, and parking lots to kill undesirable grass and weeds.

· Trim undesired tree limbs as needed to approximately 7’ above walking surface.

· Remove leaves in the Fall as needed to keep grounds clean.

· Remove any and all clippings, limbs, etc. produced by vendor, nature or unforeseen circumstances or conditions and transport off site.

· Pick up litter weekly during mowing season.

· Maintain the irrigation “sprinkler” system currently in place and make repairs where necessary. (Additional expense for labor and material may apply at current market price.)

· Maintain the waterfall feature to include but not necessarily limited to…….

1) Backwashing filters as required by manufacturer.

2) Applying chemicals to control algae and maintaining proper pH balance.

3) Perform any other “preventative maintenance” procedures as recommended by manufacturer.

· Certify that CNE will have a response time for immediate landscape needs within 24 hours.

· Certify that CNE will have a response time for immediate snow/ice removal with equipment, of 4 hours.

· Immediately notify the CNE site Facilities Manager of any damage to any property (company or private) caused by vendor or vendor’s equipment. 

· Conduct soil analysis to determine nutrient needs and apply appropriately.

· Supply and apply (2) two pre-emergents, (2) two post-emergents, and (3) three fertilizer applications throughout the growing season when appropriate.

· It will be mandatory to provide a current copy of the vendors Certificate of Liability Insurance before a contract can be signed and any work can be performed.

· Provide a current copy of the Oklahoma Agriculture Food and Foresty Division license that identifies the vendor has a “Certified Applicator” for the 3A Certified Applicator Category (Ornamental and Turf Outdoor).

· All vendor employees will be required to wear “like” clothing tops that provides identification of the vendor when working on CNE property.
· Vendor must have a Certified Landscape Architect actively employed with the company for the period of the contract.
