Summary
Cherokee Nation Entertainment (CNE) is accepting bids for a photographer to shoot individual artifacts within two display cases at the Fort Gibson Casino.  The vendor must bring their own equipment, including but not limited to: lighting, props, backdrops, tripods and camera.  Contact sheets must be provided to select final photographs. The end product must be high resolution color photographs provided on two (2) thumb drives. 
The Fort Gibson Casino is located where a Cherokee Outpost convenience store was partially converted to offer electronic gaming in 2002. Through the passage of State Question 712 in 2003, a version of Class III gaming was approved.  Shortly thereafter, CNE placed modular buildings behind the convenience store to expand gaming opportunities.  Then in 2012, CNE opened a permanent casino at the same location.
Cherokee Nation Legislative Act 01-07 mandates that monies set aside for projects such as this must be spent utilizing vendors who are citizens of the Cherokee Nation only, therefore, only Blue Card carrying Cherokees shall be considered for this project.

A mandatory pre-bid meeting will be held on Friday, February 21, 2014 at 2pm at the main entrance of the Fort Gibson Casino; specifically, where the military and home displays are just inside the entrance under the Porte Cochere.
