Mannequin Display – Cherokee Casino, Grove, Oklahoma
Summary
Cherokee Nation Businesses (CNB) is accepting bids for three mannquins to be displayed within the newly constructed Cherokee Casino Grove in Grove, Oklahoma.
Description
1. Male Mannequin (canoe maker)
Life-like sculpted head to resemble photographs we will provide, long flowing hair (below shoulders) brown eyes, bare-chested with life-like body from the waist and above. Pose to be created to exact specifications per photographs and sketches provided. Clothing provided by Cherokee Nation Entertainment;
a. No shirt

b. leather breechcloth, leggings, garter ties

c. Plain pucker-toe moccasins 

d. No jewelry

e. No head ornament 

2. Female Mannequin (kanuche maker)
Life-like sculpted head to resemble female photographs provided. Long hair with a center part. Brown eyes and poseable silicone hands.  Female body padded to fit clothing provided by Cherokee Nation Entertainment:

a. White trade shirt

b. Blue finger woven belt

c. Blue wrap skirt and leggings

d. Plain pucker-toe moccasins

e. The style for her clothing should be exactly the same style, plus leggings. NOTE: No feather cape either, just these textiles, plus leggings. Hair will be exactly the same as the female mannequin within the photo below.
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3. Male Mannequin-Gigging Fish Display

Life-like sculpted head with roached style hair, brown eyes, exposed arms, shoulders, bare-chested, life-like body from the waist up and poseable body from the waist down. No visible leg showing from waist to shoes. Clothing provided:

a. No shirt

b. He will wear leather breechcloth, leggings, garter ties

c. Plain pucker-toe moccasins 

d. No jewelry

e. He will require a head ornament – His hair will be exactly like the male mannequin; see photo example below.
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Visual examples of the displays provided in the attachment.  One display will include one adult male making a dugout canoe and one adult female making kanuchi.  The other display will feature one adult male gigging from a river bluff.  Please note that both displays must reflect clothing worn by Cherokees between the years 1790 and 1820.
Bids must include designs with project costs and materials.

The successful bidder’s award will be published on the Cherokee Nation’s procurement website and their performance will also be measured, recorded, and reported to the Cherokee Nation. The complete Act is available by contacting the TERO OFFICE at Tahlequah 918-453-5000. TERO bidders are required to provide a copy, front and back, of their TERO certificate with return bid(s) and failure to do so will result in such bidders not receiving the TERO preferences afforded TERO bidders under the CNE procurement and contracting policies and procedures.
