INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS FOR CONTRACT

Contractor will carry or cause to be carried and maintained in force throughout the entire term of this
Contract insurance coverages as described in paragraphs (A) through (C) below with insurance companies
acceptable to Owner. The limits set forth below are minimum limits and will not be construed to limit
Contractor's liability. Âll costs and deductible amounts will be for the sole account of the Contractor.

(A) Workers' Compensation insurance complying with the laws of the State or States having
jurisdiction over each employee, whether or not Contractor is required by such laws to maintain such
insurance, and Employer's Liability with limits of $500,000 each accident, $500,000 disease each
employee, and $500,000 disease policy limit.

(B) Commercial or Comprehensive General Liability insurance on an occurrence form with a
combined single limit of $1,000,000 each occurrençe, and annuai aggregates of S2,000,000, for bodily
injury and property damage, including coverage for blanket contractual liabilit¡ broad form properfy
damage, personal injury liability, independent contractors, products/completed operations, and when
applicable the explosion, collapse and underground exclusion will be deleted.

(C) Automobile Liability insurance witlr a combhed single limit of $1,000,000 each
occuûence for bodily injury and properry damage to i¡rclude coverage for all owned, non-owned, and hired
vehicles.

In each of the above described policies, Contractor agrees to waive and will require its insurers to waive
any rights of subrogation or recovery they may have against Owner its parent, subsidiary, or affiliated
companies.

Under the policies described in (B) and (C) above, Owner its parent, subsidiary and aff,rliated companies
will be named as additional insureds as respects Contractor's operations and as respects any Work
performcd under tbjs contrâct.

Waiver Of Subrogation
DEFINITION of '\ùØaiver Of Subrogation'

A special type of endotsement on a property-casualty insurance policy. The rüØaiver of Subrogation
prohibits the insuret ftom attempting to seek restitutron from a third party who causes any kind of
loss to the insuted. This type of anangement is allowable under certain circumstances where the
insuted could be held liable for a claim that is paid.

INVESTOPEDL{ EXPIAINS'Waiver Of Subtogation'

An example of lùØaiver of Subrogation can be seen where a ten^nt reûts ân âpârtment from a

landlotd and takes out a tenter's insurance policy. The landlord makes ^î agrcerrrent with the tenant
stating that the landlord will not hold the tenant liable for any type of damage to the rental unit. If
damage occurs, the insurer could pay the claim to the landlord and then come after the tenant for
the damage. But a Waiver of Subrogation would prevent the insuret ftom being able to do this.

rn uS insurance poric),, an additio""r llÏ::l:Ïi:T:Ï': orsanizarton that enjoys the benents or
being insuted under an insurance policy, in addition to whoever originally purchased the insurance

policy.@ The term generally applies within liabiliqv insurance and ptqp-çlryjntr¿Ia4çe, but is an

element of other policies as well. l\{ost often it applies where the original named insured needs to

provide insutance coverage to additional parties so that they enjoy protecd.on from a new risk that

arises out of the original named insured's conduct or operadons. r\n additional insured often gains

this status by means of an endorsement added to the policy which either identifies the additional

party by name or by a genenl description contained in a "blanket additional insured endorsement."H

For instance, in vehicle insurance a typical Personal Åuto Policy will cover not only the original

named insuted that purchased the auto policy, but will also cover additional persons whìle they are

driving the auto with permission of the named insured. Ttris is a simple type of blanket additional

insurance arrangement, because it does not identili the additional insured by name, but by a

"blanket" general description that will automad.cally apply to many persons. Similarþ, in liability
insutance, all directots, officers, and employees of a named insured company will also enjoy the

status of being an insured, so long as they arc actjngin their capactty of carrying out the business of
the named insured company. These persons enjoy insured status only whìle they pursue the business

of the named insuted. If they deviate to pursue their own affarts, they lose this extension of
coverage. This extension of coverage to people with a constânt and close relationship to the named

insured company is accomplished via the "!7ho Is An Insured" secdon of the liabiJity policy. In
other cases, the odginal named insured wishes to extend coverage to othem who would not come

within these standatd categones. To extend coverage furthet, Âdditional Insured Endorsements aïe

added to the policy.
