Summary

Cherokee Nation Businesses (CNB) is accepting sketches for original wall art to be considered for permanent public display at a newly constructed outpatient health facility in Tahlequah, OK. 
The request is for high or low wall relief art utilizing 100 year-old Black Walnut logs from a felled tree near the Original Cherokee Nation Seminary in Tahlequah, OK. The art created shall only depict Cherokee history, Culture and Heritage. Samples of wall relief art are attached to this bid.

The 100 year-old wood has been tested by a professional wood service to gauge if there is enough good wood to create artwork. The testing report for this particular wood is also attached to this bid too.
Cherokee Nation will arrange for the wood to be delivered to the awarded bidder.
Definition

High Relief refers to Sculptural elements that are on top of a flat surface, like the friezes on the Parthenon in Athens, Greece, or carvings on the side of old buildings. Low Relief means they barely stand out from the background, almost like it's carved just around the edges.
Frieze, for this project, is a long narrow band of sculpture that runs along a wall. 
REQUIREMENTS:

· Cherokee Nation law requires the purchase of art from Cherokee Nation citizens only. A copy of your Blue Card must accompany the bid.

· Paper sketch ideas will be accepted during Phase I of this bid. The top three projects selected will move on to Phase II.

· During Phase II, the top three paper sketch ideas selected will receive $1500 to create a model. 

· DURING PHASE II OF THIS BID, NO MODIFICATIONS FROM THE ORIGINAL PAPER SKETCH IDEA WILL BE ACCEPTED, WITHOUT PRIOR APPROVAL. If unapproved modifications are discovered, your submission will be disqualified.
· The Phase II created model of the paper sketch idea will become property of Cherokee Nation, and will not returned to the artist.
