Summary

Cherokee Nation (CN) is accepting bids for a specific size of traditional Cherokee clothing, from three separate periods in history.
REQUIREMENTS:
1. Full Adult Set of Clothing - One male, one female – At the time of  European Contact – Late 1700s 
a. Mannequin Sizes:
i. Male Height – 6’2”
ii. Male Chest – 37”
iii. Male Waist – 29.5
iv. Male Hip 38”
v. Female Height – 5’8”
vi. Female Bust – 32”
vii. Waist – 24”
viii. Hip – 34” 
2. Full Children Set of Clothing - One boy, one girl, dressed with present day Cherokee clothing for kids. EXAMPLE: Jeans, ribbon shirt, cowboy hat with feather, western boots; tear dress, hand rolled clay bead or corn bead necklace, basket weave purse.
3. The mannequins are unisex:
a. Mannequin Sizes:
i. Boy & Girl  Height – 49”
ii. Boy & Girl Waist – 25” 
iii. Boy & Girl Hip – 25”
iv. Boy & Girl Chest – 23”
4. Full Adult Set of Clothing – One male, one female – Before the Trail of Tears - early 1800s
a. Mannequin Sizes:
i. Male Height – 6’2”
ii. Male Chest – 37”
iii. Male Waist – 29.5
iv. Male Hip 38”
v. Female Height – 5’8”
vi. Female Bust – 32”
vii. Waist – 24”
viii. Hip – 34” 
5. Full Adult Set of Clothing – One male, one female – Present day traditional clothing – EXAMPLE: Jeans Ribbon Shirt Cowboy hat with feather, vest, western boots; tear dress, hand rolled clay bead necklace, pucker-toe moccasins, basket weave purse.
a. Mannequin Sizes:
i. Male Height – 6’2”
ii. Male Chest – 37”
iii. Male Waist – 29.5
iv. Male Hip 38”
v. Female Height – 5’8”
vi. Female Bust – 32”
vii. Waist – 24”
viii. Hip – 34” 
IMPORTANT INFORMATION ABOUT CLOTHING: 
· A “full set” of clothing must include footwear, headwear and clothing. Examples may include, but are not limited to, waist coat, feather cape, mantle, trade shirt, ribbon shirt, tunic, trouser or jeans, breechcloth, leggings, handwoven belt and garters, wrap skirt, head ornaments, necklaces (both corn and clay bead), and pucker-toe moccasins. 

· The sizes described above is the only dimension accepted.  If your submission is smaller or larger than the dimensions listed, those submissions will not be accepted.
· The winning bidder(s) can request to borrow the mannequin(s) to aid in creating the textiles. 

· Each of the four textile sets will be awarded separately, therefore, there is an opportunity to win four separate bids through this process.

· Proposals must include a sketch or samples of the clothing to be made for each request, therefore, if you are bidding on all four sets of clothing, your bid will include four separate proposals.
