The rail for the base dealers should be 32-1/2 inches high with the armrests being 37-3/8 high. LED lights will be installed under the chip rail with the intention to shine down onto the drink rail. LED lights are to be remote controlled for color of light, (all colors should be available). Storage for the chip lid is to be cut into the bottom on the side of the table. The chip lid is to have push down locks and all mounting hardware for the lid to securely lock the lid.  All quotes need to include crate & shipping fee for shipping assembled tables.
