Request for Proposal

Corridor and Lobby Art Installation 

Cherokee National Capitol Museum – Tahlequah, OK

Summary

Cherokee Nation Businesses (CNB) is accepting proposals for a 2 story corridor artwork installation for permanent display in the Cherokee National Capitol Museum in Tahlequah, Oklahoma. Art proposal to be produced by a team (2 or more) of Cherokee Nation artists to create a mixed media art installation that interprets the Cherokee origin story and will complement an existing floor design.   

LA 25-05 requires all Cherokee Nation construction and/or renovation projects $500,000+ to set aside 1% of the total project cost for the procurement of culturally appropriate art.  The use of these funds allows the Cherokee Nation to share our rich history, culture and heritage through visual art.

CNB only accepts bids from Cherokee Nation citizens who can provide identification as such and artists previously designated Cherokee National Treasures.

Description

Artwork should be affixed to walls and ascend from floor to ceiling. In addition to a direct wall installation, the space provides an opportunity for suspended art from stair corridor ceiling. Art proposals should consider a design that can be installed within stair corridor (3 walls and ceiling), two walls in upstairs lobby, potential installation in elevator cab, and existing soffit. An example of an installation and the stairwell dimensions are attached.

· Installation should be a mix of traditional and contemporary mediums that work together to tell a collaborative story.  

· Artist team will be responsible for concept, production and installation of artwork.

· Artwork will apply to all safety standards and structural requirements.

· Bid should reflect a project lead as the general contractor and provide a list of other artists as subcontractors. 

· Cherokee Nation Businesses will hold contract with the project lead, who will work directly with Cherokee Nation Capitol Museum staff to coordinate artwork and installation. 

Proposal Overview

Project Proposal should include:

· Conceptual rendering of proposed installation, including multiple wall and ceiling elevations
· Narrative description of proposal
· General approach to project
· Proposed project schedule with key milestones
·  Final artwork will be installed in March 2019

· Lead project artist and subcontractor list. 
· Note: all team members must be citizens of the Cherokee Nation or previously designated Cherokee National Treasures
· Proposed mediums with proposed dimensions
· Projected cost estimate with a breakdown of associated costs such as labor, materials and artist fees (broken down per artist)
Proof of Citizenship  

Cherokee Nation law requires the purchase of art from Cherokee Nation citizens only.  You must submit a copy of your Blue Card or Citizenship Card when submitting an initial sketch.  No exceptions.
Proposal Review  

Proposals will be reviewed based on overall concept, expertise of project team, potential for total project execution, and price.
