· 24 pairs of cycling socks

· 12 black bike shorts

· 12 kit tops

· 12 pairs of red padded gloves

· 12 cycling jackets

· 12 fleece chamois riding pants

· 12 pairs of cycling sunglasses

We would also like each bidder to include the price to have a technician come to Tahlequah, OK on weekend days at the end of March and mid-May, 2024 to complete a pre-ride service and tune-up to make certain that there are no last-minute adjustments needed before we depart on the cross-country ride for each bike purchased under this bid.
