· Extension of gable roof decking and framing to tie into adjacent metal building. 
· All required flashing necessary to prevent water leaks at gable/metal building tie-in.
· All necessary materials such as trusses, framing, decking, matching soffit board, shingles etc.
· Support columns and decking to support new HVAC system (specifications will be provided for the new system).
· Access panel to be provided for HVAC access. 
· Demolition and removal of existing breezeway canopy.
· Repair/replacement of stonework in work area.
· Painting of new soffit, fascia, and exposed wood to match existing.
· Tear off and re-roof existing roof and new extension with architectural grade shingles (provide SF pricing for decking replacement on existing roof if necessary)
· Demo concrete as necessary and recess an existing cleanout in sidewalk area.
HVAC system will be Owner provided and installed. Contractor will need to provide ample time for CNB to install the new unit and ductwork configuration.
