The Cherokee Nation is accepting bids from interested parties for Infant Classroom
Consumables for the Child Development Center located in Catoosa, Oklahoma. Interested
parties are to provide a bid to furnish product equal to or better than the specifications
provided. Interested bidders must follow all directions outlined in this bid packet including
the utilization of mandatory bid response sheet to be considered fully responsive.

The lowest most responsive, responsible bid will be the determining factor in awarding this
bid taking Indian Preference in accordance with Cherokee Nation Policy and Procedures.
The successful bidder will be issued a purchase order incorporating the bid response.

Bids are due March 20, 2026 by 5:00 p.m.

MANDATORY SUBMITTAL INFORMATION: Bid submittal requirements must be
followed. Each bid must be submitted on the prescribed, required form with all areas
completed. Bids may be or e-mailed to janice-vaughan@cherokee.org. It is the bidder’s
responsibility to ensure delivery of bid by March 20, 2026 by 5:00 p.m. Any bids received
after the designated date and time will be ineligible for award.

Bid Acceptance: Bids will be accepted from Indian and Non-Indian bidders. Cherokee
Nation reserves the right to reject any and all bids. Cherokee Nation reserves the right to
determine if a bid meets stated requirements, and to award a purchase order for the bid that
is in the best interest of the Cherokee Nation including but not limited to the total cost and
capability of the bidder. Bidders are responsible for any and all costs associated with the
preparation and submission of bids. To be considered, bids must be received by the
specified date and time; any bid received after stipulated date and time will be returned
unopened. No bidder may withdraw their bid within 30 days after proposal due date.

TERO Certification: Indian preference will be given only to bidders who provide proof
of current certification from the Cherokee Nation Tribal Employments Office (TERO)
located in Tahlequah, Oklahoma, telephone number (918) 453-5000. Proof of TERO
certification must accompany and be included in bid submittal.

Conflict of Interest and Restrictions: If any contractor, contractor’s employee,
subcontractor, or any individual working on the proposed contract may have a possible
conflict of interest that may affect the objectivity, analysis, and/or performance of the
contract, it shall be declared in writing and submitted to Cherokee Purchasing Department
(Attn: Janice Vaughan) no later than on or before March 20, 2026 by 5:00 p.m. The
NATION will determine in writing if the conflict is significant and material and if so, may
eliminate the contractor from submitting a proposal.

Verbal Instructions: Interested parties shall not initiate or execute any negotiation,
decision, or action arising from any verbal discussion with any Cherokee Nation employee.
Only written communications from the designated Contact Person at Cherokee Nation may
be considered a duly authorized expression on behalf of the NATION regarding this RFP.
Additionally, only written communications from interested parties are recognized as duly
authorized expressions on behalf of the vendor. The same instructions shall apply to any
subsequent award and agreement communications.

Qualifications of Bidder: The NATION may make such investigations as deemed
necessary to determine the ability of the bidder to perform the work, and the bidder shall
furnish to the NATION all such information and data for this purpose as the NATION may
request. The NATION reserves the right to reject any bid if the evidence submitted by, or
investigation of, such bidder fails to satisfy the NATION such bidder is properly qualified
to carry out the obligations of the contract and to complete the work contemplated therein.
Conditional bids will not be accepted.

Buy American — Recovery Act provisions: The buy American provisions direct that all
of the iron, steel, and manufactured goods used in the project are produced or manufactured
in the United States for a project for the construction, alteration, maintenance or repair of
a public building or public work. This Buy American provision is applicable only to iron,
steel, and manufactured good brought to the construction site for incorporation into a public
building or public work. Products that do not fit the definition of manufactured goods are
not covered.

Method of Award — Lowest Bid That Contains Lowest Most Responsive/Reasonable
Offer From Qualified Bidder: After consideration of price and other factors, the
purchase order will be awarded to the bidder whose bid is determined to be the lowest most
responsive/reasonable offer taking Indian Preference into consideration and in the best
interest of the Nation to accept. Award shall be to the lowest, most responsive/reasonable
bid in accordance with Cherokee Nation Policy and Procedures. Indian/TERO Preference
will be given only to bidders who provide proof of current TERO certification from the
Cherokee Nation Tribal Employments Office (TERO) in accordance with current Cherokee
Nation Policy. Proof of TERO certification must accompany and be included in bid
submittal.

Debarment, Suspension, Proposed Debarment, and Other Responsibility Matters:
The responding party certifies to the best of its knowledge and belief that the person, the
firm, or any of its principals are not presently debarred, suspended, proposed for
debarment, or declared ineligible for the award of contracts by any Federal agency or
Indian tribe. The bidder will also certify they have not, within a three-year period
preceding this Request for Proposal, been convicted of or had a civil judgment rendered
against them for: commission of fraud or a criminal offense in connection with obtaining,
attempting to obtain, or performing a public (Federal, State, Local or Tribal) contract or
subcontract; violation of Federal or State antitrust statutes relating to the submission of
offers; or commissions of embezzlement, theft, forgery, bribery, falsifications or
destruction of records, making false statements, and are not presently indicted for, or




otherwise criminally or civilly charged by a governmental entity with, commission of any
of the offenses enumerated in this provision. The responding party certifies they have not,
within a three-year period preceding this Request for Proposal, had one or more contracts
terminated for default by a Federal, State, Local or Tribal agency. The responding party
shall provide immediate written notice to the Cherokee Nation if, at any time prior to
contract award, the person learns its certification was erroneous when submitted or has
become erroneous by reason of changed circumstances.

General Information: Cherokee Nation reserves the right to waive any informalities or to
reject any and all bids. Award of purchase order will be to the lowest most responsible
responsive bidder and will be subject to availability of funds. All sums due to any suppliers
utilized by successful bidders must be paid or will be paid within ten (10) days of receipt
of any money received from the Cherokee Nation under any purchase order. Indian
preference will be given to Contractors certified as an Indian-Owned firm by the Cherokee
Nation Tribal Employment Rights Office (T.E.R.O.). Proof of certification must
accompany all bids. No bidder may withdraw their bid within thirty (30) days after bid
opening date.

A prospective contractor seeking to receive Indian Preference under this contract must be
certified as an Indian-owned firm by the Cherokee Nation Tribal Employment Rights
Office (TERO) and submit proof of that certification with their bid.

9- Infant Classroom Consumables, Feeding, Sanitation & Safety Supplies
1. Purpose of Solicitation

The purpose of this solicitation is to obtain competitive bids for infant/toddler extra clothing, feeding
supplies, bottle sanitation equipment, health and safety items, and classroom support supplies for use
in licensed infant and toddler classrooms at the Child Development Center.

All items must be appropriate for use in a licensed early childhood program and must comply with
applicable Oklahoma DHS Child Care Licensing requirements and relevant STARS quality standards
where applicable. Items selected support daily operations, sanitation compliance, safe feeding practices,
and accessible storage/safety controls in rooms where children are present.

2. Scope of Bid
This bid includes:

e Infant and toddler extra clothing sets (multiple sizes)

e Storage bags for spare clothing/sanitation storage

e Infant/toddler feeding supplies (plates, spoons, bibs, cups)

e Bath/cleaning textiles (towels, washcloths, burp cloths, mittens)

e Play mats/play gyms for floor development

e Cleaning equipment for spot sanitation (portable stain extractor)

e Bottles and bottle-care equipment (wash/sterilize/dry systems, drying racks, labels, organizers)
e Safety controls for child-accessible areas (refrigerator locks, cabinet locks, thermometers)

e First aid and emergency items

e Hydration support items (jugs, bottle carriers, children’s bottles)

4.2 Approval Requirement

Unauthorized substitutions delivered without prior written approval may be refused and may be treated as a
contract failure.

5. Product Standards & Compliance
All items must:

e Be new, unused, and free of defects

e Be suitable for daily use in a licensed childcare facility

e Be non-toxic and safe for young children where child-accessible
e Be washable/sanitized, as appropriate for the item type

e Avoid choking hazards and small detachable components for infant-designated items



Clothing Standards
Infant and toddler clothing must be:
e Size-appropriate as listed (0-3m, 3—6m, 6-9m, 12m, toddler sizes)

e Machine washable and durable
e Appropriate for “extra clothing” compliance needs in infant/toddler rooms
e Solid white onesies must remain solid white (no prints/colors) unless approved as a substitution

Feeding Standards
All feeding items must be:

e Food-grade materials

e BPA-free, PVC-free where applicable

e Dishwasher safe where specified

e Age-appropriate for infant/toddler self-feeding and classroom sanitation routines

Bottle Equipment Standards
Bottle washers/sterilizers/dryers and any electrical equipment must:

e Be intended for bottle/pump part sanitation use

e Meet safety requirements appropriate for staff-operated equipment

e Include all required parts for full function

e Include manufacturer care, cleaning, and maintenance instructions
Safety Lock Standards (Child-Accessible Requirement)
Because refrigerators/cabinets may be accessible by children, the following are required and must not be
substituted with lower-grade alternatives:

e Refrigerator locks

e  Magnetic cabinet/drawer locks

e Refrigerator thermometers

Substitutions must meet or exceed the same child-safety function, adhesive strength, and intended use.



6. Quantities

Quantities listed are required totals and must be met in full.

e Sets must be provided as complete sets (ex: bib packs, plate sets, bottle packs, lock kits).

e No partial fulfillment of sets or mixed-component substitutions will be accepted.

7. Pricing
Pricing must be firm and include all costs, including:

e Freight/shipping

e Packaging

e Inside delivery (see Section 9)
e Any handling fees

Unit pricing and extended totals must be clearly shown.

No additional fees will be accepted after award.

8. Delivery Window (Required)
All items must be delivered:

e No earlier than June 4
e No later than June 19

Deliveries outside this window may be refused.

9. Delivery, Unloading, and Placement Requirements
This is an inside delivery requirement.

Vendor is responsible for:

e Delivering items inside the facility to the designated area(s)

e Unloading items from the vehicle

e Delivering boxes to the correct room/area as directed by facility staff and the delivery sheet

Curbside/dock-only/drop-off-only delivery will not be accepted.

Note: Items in this bid are primarily supplies and do not require furniture assembly.
However, any item that ships with components requiring setup for intended use (ex: bottle
drying rack assembly) must be delivered complete and functional per manufacturer

instructions.
