LA 25-05 requires all Cherokee Nation construction and/or renovation projects $500,000+ to set aside 1% of the total project cost for the procurement of culturally appropriate art.  The use of these funds allows the Cherokee Nation to share our rich history, culture and heritage through visual art.  

REQUIREMENTS:
· Cherokee Nation law requires the purchase of art from Cherokee Nation citizens only.
· All submissions must relate to Cherokee history, culture and heritage only. 

· Examples include, but not limited to: culturally appropriate pottery, baskets, traditional weapons, flat weavings, raku or clay discs, culturally appropriate beadwork and textiles.
· Submissions should not exceed 2’ high and 1’ deep. The length is negotiable.
IMPORTANT INFORMATION ABOUT ART SIZES:
· The sizes depicted above is the maximum dimensions for each piece.  If your submission is smaller than the dimensions listed, it will be considered. 
· Sizes other than 2’ high, and 1’ deep will not be accepted.
