SCOPE OF WORK

Cherokee Nation Entertainment is seeking lump sum proposals from qualified General Contractors for the construction of a new Porte Cochere at the Cherokee Casino and Hotel in West Siloam Springs, Oklahoma. The General Contractor shall be “at risk”.  Biddinge firms are to provide all information in their proposal outlined in the General Contractor/ Construction Manager Analysis form.  Evaluation of Proposals will be done by committee and a points system.  Points will be awarded based on the RFP response and interview (not all bidders will be invited to interview).  
The scope of the project will consist of:

· Construction to be conducted in midst of existing casino and hotel operations and shall not interfere with same.

· Contractor to review existing site conditions for logistics.

· Contractor to review existing site conditions and be familiar with the requirements of this proposal.

· Contractor to provide and maintain all safety barriers during the course of construction.

· Contractor shall not begin any work until all material has been procured.

· Contractor is responsible for all waste removal. Concrete washout on site will not be allowed.

· Contractor shall legally dispose of all waste materials, including but not limited to, concrete, spoils, asphalt, wood, etc.

· Select demolition of pavement for foundations and paving.
· All labor and material required for the construction of the project. This project is not tax exempt. All sales tax is the responsibility of the contractor.
· A full-time superintendent is required. No subcontractor work shall be performed unless the project superintendent (or designee from the general contractor) is present on site.
The plans are included for use in preparing your proposal. These plans are 100% construction documents. Bidders shall include a Gantt chart schedule with their proposal.
