Cherokee Nation Businesses 
Project Scope
Cherokee Nation Businesses (CNB) is accepting bids to create the animation, interaction, and all pertinent content, including software, hardware and cameras/projectors, for an interactive wall within the pediatrics clinic of the new Cherokee Nation Outpatient Health Center, located in Tahlequah, OK. 

Specifically, the wall content will depict a running water scene of the Illinois River, surrounded by native foliage, with native-to-this-area animals interacting within the scene. As each animal appears, the Cherokee language phonetic for that animal will appear on or around the animal. Within the floor, the same phonetic will appear. Once you step on the proper phonetic shown within the floor, or maybe touching the phonetic on the wall, a voice will be heard, correctly pronounce the word in English and Cherokee. Further, this request includes providing the opportunity to hear more than one translation at a time. 

Example: If a cat (we-sa in Cherokee) and a squirrel (sa-lo-li in Cherokee) are within the wall scene at the same time, and children step on we-sa and sa-lo-li floating around on the ground, both should hear the English word and the Cherokee pronunciation of each specific animals. 
Background noise of running water and/or the noises of animals should be constantly heard by the users, though not blaringly loud.


The room size is 12 feet wide by 6 feet deep by 11 feet ceiling height. 






The entire 12 feet front of the interactive room opens to a waiting area for pediatric health services, thus special attention must be given to the placement of the lenses. The project team has already discussed with the architect placing a dimmer switch within this area specifically, so the projection can show up more clearly, when warranted.
A list of native animals, bugs, birds and fish is included with this bid. The number of the aforementioned appearing within the interactive animation will be based on the development of the background and the amount of space remaining to add these creatures without suffocating the scene. These creatures must look like today’s cartoons, not too childish, but not too realistic. The idea is for the children interacting with this learning tool to recognize the animals on their cartoonish level. 

Also, photographs of the Illinois River will be provided to the winning bidder, to insure the background, foliage and waterway mimic the actual location.
