PROJECT SPECIFICS:
· The theme of this property is the life and times of Dragging Canoe and Nancy Ward – Mid 1700s to early 1800s. Themed art associated with this time period will be considered. 
· The attached photographs show the length and width of the area designated for public art.
· This art will be displayed outdoors.

· Artist sketches should include renderings of the public art piece(s), color scheme (if applicable), drawing and written description of the base and anchoring, total cost of the project, and a timeframe to complete the piece. Also include a written reference outlining the significance of your piece as it relates to Cherokee history, culture or heritage. 
· From the sketches submitted, three (3) finalists will be selected to provide a model for their submission. A $1,500 stipend will be proved to the three (3) finalists to create the model. Once the model is submitted, it becomes the property of Cherokee Nation Businesses and will not be returned to the artist.

· One model will be selected for this public art request.

A selection of three (3) finalists will be made by noon, June 21, 2019. Finalists will be notified shortly thereafter. 
The three (3) finalists will have four (4) weeks to create and submit a model. The final deadline to submit a model is 4 p.m. July 19, 2019

The deadline to complete the piece selected for public art display will be negotiated with the artist awarded the commission.
