It is the intent of the Owner to contract with a third-party building envelope professional to ensure that the fundamental envelope and related systems are installed as designed to deliver functional and efficient performance. SCOPE OF SERVICES
Wilma P. Mankiller Clinic Addition Third-Party Building Envelope Peer Review  

The Wilma P. Mankiller Clinic Addition is a new build located in Stilwell Oklahoma. The building consists of 80,000 square foot building. The two floors are approximately 40,000 square feet each. The exterior will consist of masonry, EFIS, and concrete. The roof will be a Low Sloping Modified Bitumus surrounded with a Standing Seam Metal roof to maintain the look of the existing East Wing. The estimated construction schedule for the project is 13 months. TERO Law will apply.

Scope of Work:

The Consultant must provide Design Peer Review (DPR), Submittal Reviews, Attendance at Meetings, Quality Assurance

Services as outlined below:

· Perform an initial Design Peer Review of the 65% Construction Documents (plans and specifications) a secondary DPR of the 95% CDs and a final review of 100% CDs. Provide comments and recommendations on the proposed roofing, waterproofing and building envelope design described in the construction documents.

· Provide construction consulting services and perform peer reviews of the submittals related to the exterior building envelope, including but not limited to all Waterproofing, Roofing, Weather-Resistive Barrier and Flashing Tape and related systems.

· Attend and participate in various design meetings with the General Consultant, Subcontractors, Material Suppliers and the Architect on issues related to the building envelope as requested by the Owner or Owner’s Representatives.

· Perform periodic Quality Assurance Construction Observations and document the observations in written reports. These services will be performed as required by the consultant to provide a complete scope of work. The Owner may also request QA observations for work in progress at any point during the project.

2.0 PEER REVIEW

2.1 Provide a peer review of the 65%, 95%, and 100% Construction Documents. Review the Architectural Drawings and Specifications (Construction Documents) that pertain to the construction of the subject project. Also, review technical specifications pertaining to the building envelope, waterproofing, roofing, and applicable systems.

2.1.2 Review proposed Construction Documents related to the exterior building envelope and provide written comments regarding control of water penetration, control of water vapor accumulation and condensation, building air leakage and other issues related to the building envelope. 2.1.4 After completing each DPR, the Consultant will participate in a 1-hour teleconference review meeting with the Client to go over the review comments, answer questions, provide additional input, and discuss Consultant’s recommendations.

2.2 QUALITY ASSURANCE CONSTRUCTION OBSERVATIONS

2.2.1 The Consultant will visit the site to conduct periodic Quality Assurance Construction Observations on an “on-call” basis. Propose an estimated time for prior notice to schedule each site visit. During site visits, the Consultant must document the existing and on-going construction conditions specific to roofing and waterproofing components of the project. While on-site, the Consultant must note the construction materials used and document the materials’ conformance with project specifications. The Consultant’s representative will observe on-going roofing/waterproofing system installation and compare the work with the project’s approved Construction (restoration) Documents for conformance with the project drawings and specifications, manufacturer’s published details and available product/system literature, and generally accepted roofing/waterproofing practices. The Consultant will document non-conforming items and leave a copy of the field notes at the construction office for the Client’s use until our written report is issued.

2.2.2 A written report of the findings and observations, including photographs, will be provided following each site visit. Roofing and waterproofing observation reports will be reviewed by the Consultant’s roofing and waterproofing professionals and delivered electronically to all recipients designated by the Client.

2.3 SUBMITTAL REVIEWS

2.3.1 The Consultant will perform reviews of submittals including comments on products, redline drawings, and provide opinions on the systems submitted and their compliance with the construction documents. After the Consultant’s initial review of the documents, the Consultant will perform a brief re-review of the resubmission, if necessary, to determine if all comments have been addressed.

2.4 ATTENDANCE AT DESIGN MEETINGS

2.4.1 At the request of the Client, the Consultant must to attend and participate in various design meetings with the General Consultant, Subcontractors, Material Suppliers and the Architect on issues related to the building envelope.

2.5 STANDARDIZED WATER PENETRATION RESISTANCE TESTING

2.5.1 For negative pressure testing, the Consultant must be at the site the day before the agreed date of testing to set up for testing and build the testing chamber. On test day, the Consultant will perform field water penetration resistance tests in accordance with ASTM E1105 on as many windows as possible. Tests shall be conducted by extracting air from the chamber at the rate required to maintain the stipulated static air pressure difference across the assembly while simultaneously spraying water onto the exterior face of the test specimen and monitoring the specimen for evidence of water penetration. According to ASTM E1105 requirements, no uncontrolled water shall pass the innermost plane of the test specimen or enter the wall cavity during testing. If a test fails and at the request of the client, the Consultant will remove the chamber and perform an investigation to determine the cause of the failure. The Consultant will make recommendations to remediate the source of the test failure and if requested by the client will retest the specimen when the remedial work has been completed and is ready for retesting

2.5.2. For nozzle water testing the Consultant will arrive at the job site the morning of the testing and perform standardized nozzle water testing in general accordance with the requirements of AAMA 501.2. We will test as many assemblies as possible during the test day.

2.5.3 The results of all field-testing and analysis will be presented in a written report, which will include observations, test results, evaluation of field data, and recommendations appropriate to the test results and conditions observed.
