Public Art Installations 
CHEROKEE CULTURAL PATHWAY – Tahlequah, OK
Summary

Cherokee Nation Businesses (CNB) is accepting proposals for multiple artwork installations for display at the Cherokee Cultural Pathway in Tahlequah, Oklahoma. These installations can be either temporary art or long-term fixtures such as sculptures and/or statuary. Art proposals are to be produced by an individual Cherokee Nation artist or by a team (2 or more) of Cherokee Nation artists to create art installations to enhance the pathway.
LA 25-05 requires all Cherokee Nation construction and/or renovation projects $500,000+ to set aside 1% of the total project cost for the procurement of culturally appropriate art.  The use of these funds allows the Cherokee Nation to share our rich history, culture and heritage through visual art.

CNB only accepts bids from Cherokee Nation citizens who can provide identification as such and artists previously designated as Cherokee National Treasures.

Description

The Cherokee Cultural Pathway runs the length from Keetoowah Street to Choctaw Street in downtown Tahlequah. Within the Cultural Pathway are various spaces selected for art to be displayed. Artists can bid on one or more areas of the project. Project spaces shown below are comprehensive space available but installations can consume all or part of a given space. Individual artist or team will be responsible for concept, production and installation of work.

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Proposal Overview

Project Proposal should include:
· Conceptual sketch of proposed installation, including proposed mediums, dimensions and estimated lifespan of installation
· General approach to project
· Proposed project schedule with key milestones, including installation timeline
· Artist(s) may submit bid as a phased approach if providing details of what will be completed during each phase.

· If proposing as a team of 2 or more artists, the following must be included:
· A project lead as the general contractor and a list of other artists as subcontractors 

· Cherokee Nation Businesses will hold contract with the project lead, who will work directly with Cherokee Nation Cultural Tourism staff to coordinate artwork and installation

· All team members must be citizens of the Cherokee Nation or previously designated Cherokee National Treasures
· Projected cost estimate with a breakdown of associated costs such as labor, materials and artist fees (broken down per artist, if applicable)
·  Artwork will apply to all safety standards and structural requirements
Proof of Citizenship  
Cherokee Nation law requires the purchase of art from Cherokee Nation citizens only.  You must submit a copy of your Blue Card or Citizenship Card when submitting an initial proposal.  No exceptions.
Proposal Review  
Proposals will be reviewed based on overall concept, expertise of project team, potential for total project execution, and price.

Bid Information

There will be two pre-bid meetings at the site (located behind Kawi Café, between Keetoowah and Choctaw streets in Tahlequah.) One meeting is scheduled on Friday, December 3, 2021 at 10:00 AM and an additional meeting is scheduled on Friday, January 14, 2022 at 10:00 AM.  The pre-bid meetings are not mandatory but artists are encouraged to attend at least one.  Artists are welcome to request a separate visit if unable to attend either scheduled pre-bid.  Artists may also independently visit the site at their convenience.  Masks are required on site.
