Cherokee Nation Businesses (CNB) is accepting art proposals for the Cherokee Freedmen History Project that seeks to elevate the voices of Cherokee Freedmen. As part of this project, the steering committee seeks art proposals to help illustrate the complex stories of Cherokee Freedmen, their families and their communities.
CNB only accepts bids from Cherokee Nation citizens who can provide identification as such and artists previously designated as Cherokee National Treasures. See below under Proof of Citizenship for details.
General Criteria:
· All proposals should illustrate the Cherokee Freedmen story; both traditional or contemporary concepts will be considered.
· Up to 20 proposals will be selected for this project. Proposals may include original sketches, digital drawings, or narrative descriptions with examples of relevant completed past works.
· Proposals must include type of medium to be used in completed work (i.e. acrylic paint, clay, reed, etc.) and must include a fee schedule and timeline for completion.

· A temporary exhibition of accepted submissions will be displayed, location and date to be determined.
· CNB reserves the right to retain original sketches.
· All proposals must be submitted digitally.
Proof of Citizenship  

Cherokee Nation law requires the purchase of art from Cherokee Nation citizens only.  You must submit a copy of your Blue Card or Citizenship Card when submitting an initial proposal.  No exceptions.
Proposal Review
Proposals will be reviewed by the committee after submission. Proposals selected will be notified with a deadline for completion.
