Summary
Cherokee Nation Businesses (CNB) is accepting preliminary sketches for original art depicting Cherokees in the film industry to be displayed at the Cherokee Nation Film Office Soundstage in Owasso, OK. 

LA 25-05 requires all Cherokee Nation construction and/or renovation projects $500,000+ to set aside 1% of the total project cost for the procurement of culturally appropriate art.  The use of these funds allows the Cherokee Nation to share our rich history, culture and heritage through visual art.
CNB only accepts bids from Cherokee Nation citizens who can provide identification as such and artists previously designated as Cherokee National Treasures.

Description

The Cherokee Nation Film Office Soundstage serves as a hub for the Cherokee Nation Film Office. The soundstage is the first of its kind in Oklahoma and Indian Country. The 27,000-square-foot facility sits on more than four acres in the Cherokee Nation reservation. The facility consists of two dedicated studios to meet the growing needs of production in the Midwest. The soundstage seeks to commission original artwork, to be displayed in the new facility. Artwork may be related to, but is not limited to, the following: 

· Cherokees in the film industry

· This could include depictions of Cherokee people filming, recording, editing, etc.

· Famous Cherokees in the TV and film industry

· Examples include Will Rogers and Henry Starr

· Depictions of films or scenes set within the Cherokee Nation Reservation boundaries
Artist’s bid should include sketches of proposed artwork, examples of artists’ previous works, intended medium (ex. acrylic, watercolor, colored pencil, etc.), and a pricing structure. Artists may submit more than one sketch.

Final size of completed artwork to be determined following selection of artist but will be no larger than 48” x 48”.

Proof of Citizenship  
Cherokee Nation law requires the purchase of art from Cherokee Nation citizens only.  You must submit a copy of your Blue Card or Citizenship Card when submitting an initial proposal.  No exceptions.
