Cherokee Nation Businesses (CNB) is accepting proposals for a graphic design project to be displayed at the Cherokee Nation Film Office Soundstage in Owasso, OK. 

LA 25-05 requires all Cherokee Nation construction and/or renovation projects $500,000+ to set aside 1% of the total project cost for the procurement of culturally appropriate art.  The use of these funds allows the Cherokee Nation to share our rich history, culture and heritage through visual art.
CNB only accepts bids from Cherokee Nation citizens who can provide identification as such and artists previously designated as Cherokee National Treasures.

Description

The Cherokee Nation Film Office Soundstage serves as a hub for the Cherokee Nation Film Office. The soundstage is the first of its kind in Oklahoma and Indian Country. The 27,000-square-foot facility sits on more than four acres in the Cherokee Nation reservation. The facility consists of two dedicated studios to meet the growing needs of production in the Midwest. The soundstage seeks to commission a graphically designed timeline of Cherokee history, including artistic elements, to be displayed in the new facility. Timeline must include the dates and events listed within the interactive timeline at Timeline - OsiyoTV. Timeline will be submitted as a graphic file in a PDF format to be enlarged, printed, and applied to the walls within the studio.
Proof of Citizenship  
Cherokee Nation law requires the purchase of art from Cherokee Nation citizens only.  You must submit a copy of your Blue Card or Citizenship Card when submitting an initial proposal.  No exceptions.
