Description: Apply non-slip floor treatment to areas as specified by our safety dept. All treatment work performed and outlined in this proposal to be performed at the Cherokee Nation Entertainment in Catoosa, OK:
1. Vendor will enter the facility at the appointed hour and contact the personnel in charge. Prior to treatment correspondence and telephone contacts with management Crew Supervisor will review the installation process with the on-duty personnel. When this meeting has been completed, the Crew Supervisor will conduct on-site tests on each floor to determine the proper treatment time.

2. Vendor will then sweep and, if necessary, clean the area to be treated with Emulsifier Cleaner Degreaser.

3. Technicians will then apply the appropriate Anti-Slip Tile Solution to each surface. This will raise the coefficient of friction (COF) of the surface to a level where it will be safer even when wet.

4. By periodically monitoring the COF during the treatment process, the vender will determine when the desired COF has been attained.

5. Following the removal of all materials and equipment from the job site, the Vendor will conduct a review of the Maintenance Procedures Manual with the supervisor on duty.

6. Vendor will conduct a telephone or email safety inspection with the Cherokee Nation Entertainment in Catoosa, OK every 45-60 days. The safety survey will keep safety awareness high with employees and identify problem areas before problems occur. A report of these surveys will be made available upon request. Copies will be provided upon request. Vender will provide on-site inspections at no cost once per year.

	7. Vendor will warrant the anti-slip treatment for a full 3 years. If the anti-slip treatment fails at
any time during the three-year period, Vender will retreat the failed area(s) at no charge.
