Original Wall Art for Reproduction
Cherokee Hotel & Casino – West Siloam Springs, OK
Summary
Cherokee Nation Businesses (CNB) is accepting bids for original wall art to be reproduced for the standard hotel rooms at the Cherokee Hotel & Casino in West Siloam Springs. This can include, but is not limited to: paintings, drawings, photography, graphic design, etc.
LA 25-05 requires all Cherokee Nation construction and/or renovation projects $500,000+ to set aside 1% of the total project cost for the procurement of culturally appropriate art.  The use of these funds allows the Cherokee Nation to share our rich history, culture and heritage through visual art.
CNB only accepts bids from Cherokee Nation citizens who can provide identification as such and artists previously designated as Cherokee National Treasures.

Description

West Siloam Springs is part of the greater Siloam Springs, Arkansas area but is located just inside Oklahoma state lines. The town is close to Natural Falls State Park, home to a 77-ft. waterfall that cascades through rock formations. Cherokee Nation opened a casino here in 1995 and in 2010 added a hotel. The hotel includes 133 standard rooms and several suite options.
In early 2023, the hotel rooms will undergo a remodel. CNB is looking to acquire several original pieces that can be reproduced to make matching print sets for the rooms. CNB will purchase the original artwork and enter into an agreement with the artist to create a specific quantity of reproductions as part of this project. Final framing and display decisions will be determined by CNB.
REQUIREMENTS

· Submitted art must be scannable for reproduction. Please note: artists selected from this bid will enter into an agreement with CNB to grant permission to print a pre-determined number of prints as part of this project. 
· Artists submissions should include image of artwork, dimensions, medium, and price.
· Artists are allowed to submit a maximum of 20 pieces.
· Preferred artwork themes include nature, tradition, local landscapes, Natural Falls State Park, Southeastern symbolism, and the history of Cherokee Nation.
Proof of Citizenship  
Cherokee Nation law requires the purchase of art from Cherokee Nation citizens only.  You must submit a copy of your Blue Card or Citizenship Card when submitting an initial proposal.  No exceptions.
