Artwork Samples
Red Wolf Art Project
Summary
Cherokee Nation Businesses (CNB) is accepting artwork sample(s) to demonstrate an artist’s ability to depict certain eras, situations, and scenes involving the red wolf. One artist will be selected to produce five (5) final works to serve as visual references for elders’ stories in an educational film project about the red wolf. Film project may feature artist’s work in progress to final production.
Description

The Cherokee Nation Film Office and the Tribal Historic Preservation Office have partnered to produce a documentary on the red wolf (canis rufus). Artwork is needed to illustrate the red wolf in pre- and post-European contact scenarios related to Cherokee history. Artwork samples, such as sketches, will be submitted for review. Once an artist is selected, final art pieces (i.e. sketches, paintings, graphics, etc.) will need to completed.

Artwork samples should demonstrate the artist’s ability to:

· Portray Red Wolf features accurately. Note: The head shape and structure of a red wolf (canis rufus) is different from and not to be confused with the grey (canis lupus) or timber wolf (canis lupus lycaon). 

· Emphasize the clan relationship and/or kinship bond between Cherokees and the red wolf. 
Samples should also demonstrate the artist’s ability to depict scenes from certain historical era(s) and the following situations: 

· Pre-contact life 
· Examples include, but are not limited to: Cherokees and red wolves interacting together in daily activities such as stomp dances, ceremonies, town council construction, and hunting parties. This time period reflects an era where humans and animals participate as equals, i.e. wolves with anthropomorphic features or human-like characteristics and/or abilities such as dancing, hunting, etc.
· Post-contact life
· Cherokees and red wolves working together in warfare. Artwork should reflect early 18th century warfare, featuring weaponry such as war clubs and axes; hair with scalp lock style; and paint (red) and/or tattoos (black) reflecting warrior status. Wolves may not necessarily have human-like characteristics as described in pre-contact life.
Artist’s bid should include one to three samples to demonstrate artistic style as well as medium, dimensions and pricing structure for up to five final pieces. 
CNB reserves the right to retain original artwork and to use images in future projects, where applicable. CNB also reserves the right to alter images if needed (i.e. cropping).

Proof of Citizenship  
Cherokee Nation law requires the purchase of art from Cherokee Nation citizens only.  You must submit a copy of your Blue Card or Citizenship Card when submitting an initial proposal.  No exceptions.
